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As we reach the halfway point of 2025, it’s a perfect moment to
reflect on the momentum we’ve created together, and to look
ahead with genuine excitement and purpose.
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The morning of November 12, 2018, began like any other for Stacey. She packed lunch, kissed her partner
goodbye, and set out with her three dogs to tend to their livestock. It was a peaceful routine. Then everything
changed in an instant.

As Stacey pulled onto Highway 36 from her rural road, she unknowingly entered a dangerous blind spot, a
location known in the community for tragic accidents. A semi truck collided with her Jeep, sending it into the
ditch. The impact was devastating. Unconscious and severely injured, Stacey was pulled from the wreck by first
responders, many of whom knew her personally. As they worked to stabilize her, she went into cardiac arrest. Her
heart stopped. The EMTs brought her back. Then, it stopped again.

Time and again, emergency crews fought to keep 
her alive. Even while slipping in and out of 
consciousness, Stacey could only ask about one 
thing: her dogs. Two stayed by her side in the 
wrecked Jeep, and the third had fled the scene. 
He was later found trying to find his way home.

Stacey was taken to the Brooks Regional 
Hospital, but her injuries were too severe. She 
had suffered a class 3 concussion, fractured ribs, 
and a serious neck injury that would affect her 
for the rest of her life. Doctors knew she could 
not survive the long journey to Calgary by 
ground. They called HALO.

Thanks to HALO’s newly acquired twin-engine 
helicopter, Stacey became the very first patient 
HALO ever transported out of Brooks Hospital, 
and was airlifted to Foothills Medical Centre in 
Calgary. During the flight, she coded once again. 
The onboard medical team revived her yet 
another time. Doctors told her family to come 
immediately and warned that she might not 
survive the night.

But at 7:00 a.m. the next morning, something incredible happened.  Stacey woke up. Confused and weak, she
walked out of her hospital room with IVs still attached. A nurse, just beginning her shift, spotted Stacey and burst
into tears. The staff didn’t think she would make it through the night.

Stacey remembers none of the events from that day. Not the accident, not the flight, not the fear in her family’s
eyes. What she does know with complete certainty is this: Without HALO, she would not be alive today.

Nearly seven years later, Stacey stood inside the HALO hangar, face to face with the very aircraft that had given
her a second chance at life. It was more than a visit. It was a moment of quiet gratitude and reflection of the flight
that made all the moments after possible. Today, Stacey’s sister is a monthly donor and Stacey gives when she
can. They support the program not just because HALO answered the call that day, but because they want to make
sure the next person in crisis has the same chance Stacey did. 

Stacey’s story is a powerful reminder that every minute matters, and so does every act of support. HALO exists
because of people who choose to be part of something bigger than themselves. Something that helps save lives
and delivers hope when it is needed most. When you support HALO, you are not just funding a flight. You are
helping carry someone to safety, to healing, and to life.
